e Cancellations must be in writing (e-mail is
acceptable to danielpastels@gmail.com).

Daniel will respond
with a cancellation confirmation.

o Fees paid (less the $100 deposit fee) will be
refunded if cancellation is received 14 days
prior to the first day of the workshop.

MATERIALS
O Soft (dry) pastels (no oil pastels)

— as many with which you are
comfortable traveling.

O A few Nu-Pastels in darker colors

(green, indigo, brown, purple) for
sketching and under painting

O Watercolor for under painting

(optional)

O Easel — Many options for the plein

air pastellist. For fieldwork, I use a
16x20 All-In-One pastel box that
mounts on a tripod. It serves as

an easel and palette. However, any
portable easel with a small folding
table will do the trick.

Palette — There are many
manufacturers of pastel boxes. I've
tried several and prefer one that
serves as an easel and palatte. If
you're just starting out, the original
boxes in which your pastels were
purchased are sufficient to get you
outdoors and painting. A portable
table or tray will be required so your
pastels are at hand.

Painting surfaces cut to size (8x10,
9x12, 12x16, etc.). Bring enough to
start at least two pieces per day.

We will be under painting; therefore,
a surface that is not affected by
liquid is important. Though not
required, you may want to consider
having your paper dry-mounted.

O Wallis (white or gray)

O Richeson Pastel Surfaces

O Pre-made painting surfaces (visit
danielwisestudio.com for more info)

Umbrella (optional)

Backboard to mount your painting
surface if not part of your easel
White artists’ tape

Black artists’ tape (optional)
Viewfinder (recommended but
optional). An empty slide mount or
piece of cardboard with a hole cut in
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it works too.

Turpenoid in a travel container
Bristle brush(s)

Small (6x8 or smaller) sketchbook
for sketching and note taking
Pencil

Charcoal pencil

Kneaded eraser

Gray markers (30, 50, 80 and
100%) for value sketches

Rags or paper towels

Small bags for trash (remember to
leave it as you found it)

Camera

Photographs from which to paint in
the event of inclement weather
Fixative (if you use it)

Bag, knapsack, backpack to carry
your supplies/equipment

Wipes (Wet Ones, baby wipes, etc.)
‘Water or water bottle

Bug spray

Sunscreen

‘Wide-brimmed hat
Comfortable shoes
